I it were, the
standard of care would not be changed for
anly this procedure.

Patients should not be left alone at home or
elsewhere to ingest untested, lethal drugs
without a doctor, nurse, of witness present

Instead, policymakers should improve hospice
care, palliative care, disability support services,
and mental health care.

The tragic consequences have come true in
Canada—in 2021, aover 10,000 Canadians died
due to lethal prescriptions.

International news reported the pressures
faced by Canadians that took their own lives
this way—fear of homelessness and lack of
care.

Suicide contagion is real. 1 in 3 US. teenage
girls has contemplated suicide. States with
assisted suicide laws are associated, on
average, with a 6 percent increase in a state’s
total suicide rate.
