If Christmas is the “most
wonderful time of the
year,” then Easter is the
most joyous, glorious, awe-
some time of the year! Re-
9 ally? Today’s readings
# don’t exactly brim over
with the kind of holiday
cheer we find at Christ-
mas—except for the re-
W sponsorial psalm, which
' admittedly rings with glee-
' A ful joy. But otherwise, not
Vi \ 3 so much. In the first reading
from the Acts of the Apostles, Peter gives a dry, con-
densed rendering of the story of Jesus to a group of
Gentiles in Caesarea. The Colossians reading actually
does have us looking forward to glory. Most under-
whelming, though, is the Gospel proclamation of the
resurrection of Jesus Christ. When we want to hear
about angels and earthquakes and trumpets and glory,
we hear about a dark, silent, empty tomb. This Easter
Sunday story from John’s Gospel is startling in its
emptiness. Like Peter in the story, we must enter into
this mystery.
