“The One” is our commitment to focus every aspect of the Church on
bringing individuals closer to God. We achieve this goal by creating
opportunities for encountering our Lord Jesus Christ and fostering com-
munities that accompany and support each other on their faith journeys.
“The One” is our preamble for an enduring Eucharistic Renewal, and is
centered on encounter and accompaniment, and experiencing the truth,
beauty and goodness of our faith.

A deep relationship with the person of Jesus Christ begins with an en-
counter — an experience of God that moves us, inspires us, challenges us,
and improves us. We then accompany each other on our faith journey, in
which we witness Truth (our absolute faith in God) Beauty (the engage-
ment of heart in the faith) and Goodness (works of mercy).

Through encountering our Lord Jesus Christ, and by embracing the truth,
beauty, and goodness of our faith, we will, together, fall in love with God
in the ultimate encounter with Christ- the Holy Eucharistic and Sunday
Mass.

THE BRIDGEPORT DIOCESE EUCHARISTIC PROCESSION
On Pentecost Sunday, May 19", the Blessed Sacrament arrives from the
Hartford Diocese to Bridgeport. Thus begins our joyful and profound 4-
day encounter with the Holy Eucharistic. Hundreds of faithful will
march through Bridgeport, with Corpus Christi style Eucharistic Stations
and adoration at five parishes.

As the procession proceeds through six towns and fifteen parishes, our
days, evenings and nights will be filled with Masses, local processions,
holy hours and overnight adoration. A rosary procession will be held at
Saint John cemetery in Norwalk and at the Saint Margaret Shrine in
Bridgeport. Local town processions will occur in Ridgefield, Norwalk
and Stamford, and several parishes will host campus processions. Each
morning begins with the celebration of Mass; each evening ends with
overnight adoration. Events are designed to inspire all church faithful to
attend and will engage schoolchildren, young adults and all ethnic
groups.

Beginning on Thursday, May 23" and for the nine days that follow, spe-
cial events for all parishes will occur in every region within our diocese,
including Adoration, Masses and Processions. Our joyful fourteen days
will culminate with a Corpus Christi Vigil Mass at Fairfield University
on June 1st, with over 3,000 faithful expected to attend.

A los 16 afios tuvo una vision de la Iglesia como
una luna llena con un punto oscuro que significaba
que a la Iglesia le faltaba una fiesta dedicada unica-
mente al Cuerpo y Sangre de Cristo. A pesar de que
tuvo la misma vision varias veces, no creia que pu-
diera ella hacer nada para que se instituyera esa fies-
ta por lo que mantuvo en secreto su vision por mu-
chos afios. Una vez elegida priora de su convento,
finalmente expuso a su confesor la vision y €l, a su
vez, lo inform¢ al obispo.

WHAT DOES THE SOLEMNITY OF CORPUS
CHRISTI CELEBRATE?

Also known as the Most Holy Body and Blood of
Christ, this feast honors Jesus Christ, Really, Truly
and Substantially Present under the appearances of
bread and wine. This Presence happens through the
change which the Church calls transubstantiation
(“change of substance’), when at the Consecration
of the Mass, the priest says the words which Christ
Himself pronounced over bread and wine, “This is
My Body,” “This is the chalice of My Blood,” “Do
this in remembrance of Me.”

In 2024, the Solemnity of Corpus Christi is on May

30, but it is transferred to Sunday, June 2 in some
dioceses.

WHY DO CATHOLICS CELEBRATE COR-
PUS CHRISTI?

The Catholic Church honors Christ’s Presence in the
Holy Eucharist with a special feast owing to St. Juli-
ana of Liege, a 13th-century Norbertine canoness
from Belgium. She had a great love for the Eucha-
rist. When she was 16, she had a vision in which the
Church was a full moon with a dark spot. The dark
spot signified that the Church was missing a feast
dedicated solely to the Body and Blood of Christ.
Even though she had this vision several times, St.
Juliana didn’t think that she could do anything to
help institute this feast. Therefore, she kept it a se-
cret for many years. Once she was elected prioress,
she finally told her confessor, who in turn told the
bishop. This eventually led to the universal feast of
Corpus Christi.
